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CARBOLIZATION OF RESIDENT FURNITURE

POLICY:
With each new admission and/or internal transfer, the resident’s furniture will be carbolized to provide a clean environment and prevent any possibility of cross infection or contamination.

PROCEDURE:
· When there is a planned admission or internal transfer the Director of Care together with the

· Director of Dietary and Support Services will meet and mutually plan a time for the carbolization to take place. They will then communicate to their staff members and it will be posted on the white communication board.

· Staff will be notified of an upcoming admission and/or internal transfer by way of the Resident Room Transfer Notification or New Admission form.

· The PSW assigned to the group where the admission and/or transfer will take place, along with a housekeeping aide, will team together to perform the following tasks.
· Using a disinfectant cleaner: PSW will carbolize the headboard, mattress, bedrails, footboard, and night table.
· Housekeeping aide is responsible for bed frame, springs, and dresser.

· Together and working as a team, the resident’s furniture will be carbolized for the next admission. Once this has been completed, the PSW will notify the Registered Staff that the room has been carbolized. The Registered Staff will then document this in shift report and erase it from the white communication board.
