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CLEANING UP AND DISPOSAL OF BODILY FLUIDS
POLICY:
The Leamington Mennonite Home Staff shall ensure that any clean up and disposal of bodily fluids shall proceed quickly, efficiently, and safely, using teamwork, following Infection Control: Best Practices.
PURPOSE:
To ensure proper and safe procedures are followed by all staff in the clean up and disposal of bodily fluids such as urine, vomit, blood, and feces.
PROCEDURE:
1. Emergency Fluid Spill
a. In the event of a fluid spill in a common area, during meal time, social activities, or programs, all staff in close proximity shall respond and begin with clean up to ensure that the common area is free of contamination and risk as quickly as possible.
b. Responding staff shall locate paper towels, gloves, and garbage bags. Clean up shall begin immediately with the Registered Staff ensuring that the affected resident is not at further risk and is cleaned of initial fluid.
c. Housekeeping Staff shall clean and disinfect floors, walls, toilet, and all other affected surfaces. Nursing Department Staff shall clean the resident and deliver any soiled laundry, linens, towels, peri cloths, etc. to the Laundry.

2. Fluid Spill in Resident Room and Tub Rooms

a. The Nursing Staff shall clean up any bodily fluid on the resident and shall ensure that the resident is free from any further health, safety and/or mobility risk. Housekeeping Staff shall be paged to clean and disinfect floors, walls, toilets, and all other affected surfaces.
b. The Nursing Staff shall deliver any soiled laundry, linens, towels, peri cloths, etc. to the Laundry and shall clean and disinfect any resident care equipment such as wheelchairs, walkers, lifts, commodes, etc.

c. During the absence of Housekeeping Staff (11:00pm – 7:00am) the Nursing Department, under the direction of the Registered Staff, shall be fully responsible for the clean up and disinfecting of the resident as well as all affected surfaces.

3. Clean Up Protocol to be followed by Staff for Affected Surfaces
a. Use Vomit Kit located in Housekeeping Closets and Nurses Stations to contain the spill.
b. With gloved hand, when possible, gather contaminant with paper towels and dispose into garbage bag.

c. Clean and disinfect area with warm water, Morning Mist, and mop.

d. Use Precept to complete the disinfection.

e. Place wet floor sign near cleaned area to ensure safety for others.
