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INFECTION CONTROL COMMITTEE (ICC)
POLICY:
The Infection control committee will consist of an organized, multidisciplinary team which will meet regularly and is chaired a designated health care professional who has expertise and interest in Infection Control.

PURPOSE:
The role of the ICC is:

· To ensure that an effective Infection Control program is in place in the Facility and includes:

· Education / Information

· Surveillance

· Outbreak Control

· Prevention

· To review and make recommendations on Policies and Procedures whose objective is to prevent and control the spread of infection.

· To ensure compliance with local, provincial, and national guidelines / requirements where reasonable and applicable.

· To review and make recommendations on surveillance reports.

· To ensure that the risks of recidivism and reoccurrence are minimized.

· To maintain close liaison with the Medical Officer of Health
The ICC should include:

1. Director of Care

2. Medical Director

3. Infection Control Practitioner

4. Administrator

5. Public Health Unit Representative

6. Dietary Supervisor

7. Laundry Supervisor

8. Pharmacist

9. Representative from the Lab
The Chairperson is the Infection Control Practitioner or the DOC (in the absence of the Infection Control Practitioner). The Committee is responsible to the Administrator, who ensures that all minutes are presented to the Board. The Committee meets quarterly.
